2020/21 Precept – Annual Review from 1 April 2020
The parish council determined that the 2020/21 precept should increase by an average of only 0.36 % (for a Band ‘D’ property) in spite of a loss of the £408 grant provided by DMBC last year. Due to an increase in the number of properties etc in the parish the total amount raised will increase to £41k an increase of £1k on the previous year to cover inflation.
